It
has been proposed to provide the facility through the light on buoys, light on boats
and light over beacons. The scope of work through the tender is to supply and
fabricate the beacon towers, which includes civil works / foundatarks, supply
of trestle tower materials, tower erection & provision for fixing of Beacon light at
the site as mentioned. The scope of work may be increased and decreased based
on the site / IWAI requirements. Available information in this regard will be
provided to the contractor by IWAI on request. The contractor shall be liable to
bear the expenditure of all manpower, material and equipment required for the
work at his cost. Contractor must, therefore, have thorough knowledge about the
work prior to sulmission of his rates. No extra claim in this regard shall be
entertained once the contractor has been awarded. The contractor shall submit the
rate analysis for the work / sub item in case IWAI requires the same during a
negotiation. Once the price has beeegotiated between the Authority and the
Contractor the same may be fixed and such fixed price shall be without any scope
of variation / alternation / amendment except where such variation / alternation /
amendment is provided under any provision meeiboim the contract.
